GREENHOUSE TIPS

It’s That Time of Year, Again

In just a few more weeks, we’ll be pulling out our dusty lawnmower for another season of creating a beautiful lawn.  Here’s some tips from John Deere, Inc. to keep your lawn and mower at their best.

1.  Mow on the high side. A higher cut helps ensure a deeper root system. For bluegrass and fescue, mow at about 3 to 3 ½ inches. 

2. Try to use a mulching mower. A mulching mower finely chops your grass clippings and lets them fall back into the turf. This is healthy for your lawn for several reasons. The grass breaks down quickly because it's made mostly of water, and 20 percent of the nitrogen is returned to feed the lawn. Mulching prevents the development of fungus diseases and creates a thin layer of thatch that retains moisture and cushions the lawn. This layer of cushioning also prevents ground compaction, which is better for the roots. 

3.  Maintain your mower.  A well-maintained mower is not only safer; it will also serve you longer.

Read the operator's manual and follow these tips. 

· Mud and stuck-on grass clippings not only look bad; they can alter your mower's performance. 

· Drain the old crankcase oil and replace it with clean oil. Also replace the oil filter and fuel filter according to the maintenance schedule in your owner's manual. 

If your mower won't start, the spark plug could be fouled or damaged. Use a socket wrench with a deep socket to unscrew the old plug. After you pull the plug, inspect the porcelain area for cracks. If it's damaged, replace it. If the electrode end is dirty, clean it, and then be sure to set the gap for the proper distance. 

High-octane gas can damage small engines. Use regular unleaded gasoline with 87 octane. 

Don't sharpen your mower blade to a razor's edge because the metal edge will crack and peel back and will shred (not cut) your grass. Leave some thickness at the edge of the cutting blade for strength. 

When you turn a walk-behind mower on its side to access the blade, be sure the carburetor sits high so gas won't spill into the crankcase oil. Disconnect the spark plug wire so the machine won't start by accident and wear gloves to protect your knuckles.

Create “Curb Appeal”

Real estate agents will tell you that people will make a quick decision about whether to look at your house just based on first impressions. This is termed “curb appeal”.  To help create this, think about your landscaping and overall exterior appearance. One place to start may be your mailbox.  This area is a focal point from the curb and can easily be decorated without much fuss.

Since the mailbox is located in full sun, you’ll want to select annuals or perennials that like it hot and dry. Marigolds, petunias, vinca (Majora), and lantana are good choices.  An attractive arrangement of dwarf evergreens, rocks, or simple mulch can give you a much more pleasant “curb appeal.”
