GREENHOUSE TIPS

Top Five Farmer’s Almanac Tidbits

· To keep cats out of your vegetable and flower beds, try scattering crushed moth balls with cayenne & black pepper around the beds

· Now is the perfect time to acidify your plants like azalea’s, gardenia’s, camellia’s, and evergreens.  You can use commercial acidifying plant food or even try a 3:1 water/vinegar mixture

· To keep slugs out of your garden, you can use commercial pellets; place a jar top of beer around; or cut a slit in a piece of sandpaper and place it so it surrounds the stem of the plant you’re trying to protect

· Always water roses close to the ground as possible to avoid getting the leaves and flowers wet (otherwise, they’ll develop fungus) and water deeply to establish good root growth

· If your plants have yellowed leaves, try ironite (available at Lowe’s, etc.) or place a rusty nail at the base of the plant.
